As discussed at the Membership Meeting, a ticket for having
your dog off leash can cost you a day in court and anywhere from $85.00 to $300.00 in fines! What a way to ruin your day — please
do the right and safe thing — keep your dog leashed while outside the Park. Have a great summer!

Dog Park Safety Information: Keeping you and your dog safe.

Entering the dog park is the most challenging time for your dog. Their arousal levels are high and during this
time it is most important to follow these safety rules:

1. Keep your dog on the leash until you enter the “Pen”. (the pen is the gated area between the parking lot
and the inside of the actual dog play area).

2. Once in the pen, REMOVE THE LEASH from your dog. If your dog is leashed it has no way to get away
from the dogs that rush the gate area. In such situations, your dog will enter the flight or fight arousal. If your
dog isn’t free, a fight is more than likely, not because dogs are aggressive, but because arousal levels are high
and there is no way to get away.

3. You walk into the park, first, while having your dog enter behind you. This signals to your pup that he/she
does not have to protect you from all the other dogs.

4. Practice calling your dog to come to you during your dog’s playtime. This will help your dog leave when you
are ready to leave.

5. Call your dog to you, enter the exit gate area, and then place the leash on your dog. Once again, it is safer
for you and your dog to NEVER have a leash on your dog inside the actual dog play area.
